•	 If an error is made in the payment of your Direct Debit, by Friends of Winchester Cathedral or 
your bank or building Society, you are entitled to a full and immediate refund of the amount 
paid from your bank or building society – if you receive a refund you are not entitled to, you 
must pay it back when Friends of Winchester Cathedral asks you to.

•  �The Friends have also recently funded  the provision of 
high quality video and sound equipment to enable  
the live-streaming of Cathedral services, equipment for 
the Stonemason’s workshop, 1,000 new chairs for the 
Nave and the purchase of an electric truck,

•  �The Friends have also recently funded £410,000  
toward the substantial restoration of the Cathedral  
organ in 2023
